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Cloyd N. Hollenbaugh Jr. enters the Pennsylvania State Bowling Association Hall of Fame for 
his meritorious service to the game of bowling.  

Cloyd served the Carlisle Bowling Association for over 35 years and was their Tournament 
Director for 15 of those years. He was a Director and held the office of Vice President for 15 
years and President for 7 years. He also served as an Officer and Director on the Greater 
Harrisburg Association. He was a YABA coach in both Associations and completed the ABC 
LAOTC training course in Philadelphia. 

On the state level, Cloyd served as a PSBA Central Area Director for thirteen years before 
advancing threw the chairs to become PSBA President. Over the years he has served on 
almost every PSBA committee. For eighteen years Cloyd served on the PSBA Tournament 
Awards Committee, serving as Chairman for many of those years. 

 

Cloyd has bowled in 45 PSBA Tournaments, 16 PSBA Senior Tournaments, and 25 ABC/USBC 
National Tournaments. His highest average is 224. He has bowled two 300 games, a 299 
game and a 298 game, and has bowled a 794 three game series on two occasions. Cloyd also 
has won two NABI championships and has won Association Championships in both the 
Carlisle Association and the Harrisburg Association. Cloyd was inducted into the Harrisburg
