He was the 1963 P.S.B.A. Singles Champion
with a 740 series and also the 1963 P.S.B.A. All Events Champion with a nine-game total of 2024.
He has many other tournament championships to his credit, mostly in the Mercer County and
Youngstown Ohio area.
