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George Jones entered the Pennsylvania State USBC Hall of Fame for meritorious service to the 
game of bowling. 

Bucky was elected 4th Vice President in 1976 he progressed through the chairs and became 
PSBA President in 1980-1981. Bucky has served on almost every committee of the PSBA. Has 
bowled in 35 PSBA State Tournaments and 2 ABC National Tournaments. 

He is a life member of the New Castle B.A. and a member of the New Castle B.A. Hall of Fame. 
He has served as the New Castle Association secretary for ten years, served as president and 
secretary of the junior bowling association, and been a league secretary for fifteen years. Bucky 
was very instrumental in bringing the Eagles Men's International Tournament, the International 
Mixed Tournament, and the Eagles Men and Ladies Pennsylvania State Tournament to New 
Castle of which he served as tournament directors. 

Bucky was involved in helping many charities such as Bowl -For-A-Brace, Crippled Children, Easter 
Seals and Jerry Lewis's Kids for Muscular Dystrophy. And Bucky said, "If I had to do it all over again 
it would be my pleasure."
