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Robert F. Shoemaker Jr. enters the Pennsylvania State USBC Hall of Fame for his outstanding
achievements in bowling.

Robert has fourteen sanctioned 300 games, one 800 series, and over five hundred 700 series.
His highest league average is 230. He has been active in organized bowling for 65 years and
has been a Junior Bowling Coach for 50 years.

He has bowled in 20 PSBA Tournaments and 20 ABC/USBC National Tournaments. He and his

partner finished in 3rd place in the Doubles event at the 1974 ABC National Tournament. Bob
is only one of five men in the country who has rolled 300 games in six different decades:
1960’s, 70’s, 80’s, 90’s, 2000 and 2012. He bowled a 257 Triplicate game series, which was a

state record and 4th in the country at the time bowled. Bob has five Lebanon Dutchmen titles
and holds numerous Association Championships in Bethlehem, Palmerton, and Allentown.

Bob was inducted into the Allentown Association Hall of Fame in 1984, the Bethlehem
Association Hall of Fame in 1985, and the Palmerton Association Hall of Fame in 1995.
